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Duffield Road Bus Lane 
The Conservative group of the city council are going to try to have the bus lane along Duffield road removed at the next council meeting on July 16th. 
Although the speed limit has been reduced to 30mph from 40mph the stated main concern of the Duffield Road Action Group appears to be safety issue.  But from what the action group have posted on their website  – http://www.duffieldroadaction.co.uk/, their real concern seems to be access to their drive ways.  However,  their website does report the real issue of the wide spread disregard for the new speed limit and this is understandable because of the lack of signage to inform drivers and complete lack of enforcement. 
The BBC report that the review of the pilot has been brought forward by three months to address the concerns of the highly vocal anti bus lane protests. On the BBC report linked to on the website, look out for Simon Bucknall recording himself shouting at a passing cyclist with a child on a carry seat.
