Guest Speaker: Peter Price, Head of Transportation, Derby City Council will talk on the prospects of road Congestion Charging being introduced in Derby. Formal AGM business will be kept to a minimum. Light refreshments served and  the meeting should terminate no later than 9pm.

Road congestion charging is currently being investigated by Derby City Council, in conjunction with Leicester and Nottingham and their respective counties. Increased cycling in London in recent years has often been attributed to the introduction of such a scheme and so could be an exemplar for other cities like Derby.  If Derby goes ahead with congestion charging, then the city will be in receipt of £400 - £500 million of Government funding to be spent on transport improvements.   With investments of this order some huge advances could be made to the city’s cycling facilities. The completion of a comprehensive, safe and convenient cycle route network across the city would a priority.   Derby’s major arterial roads, all of which carry heavy car commuter traffic, could also benefit from being made much more cycle friendly and hence show cycling as being an attractive alternative to car travel.  New cycle routes and improvements to existing ones would also make this form of transport a real option for less confident cyclists. Congestion charging could certainly bring in significant improvements to the city’s walking, cycling and public transport. Watch this space.
