Response of the Derby Cycling Group to Derby CityScape Questionnaire 

Friar Gate Goods Yard

Do you support proposals to create a family focused residential community on the Goods Yard site?  

What uses would you like to see included within the bonded warehouse?  

	In principle yes, but the Friar Gate Railway transport corridor between Kingsway and the north side of Friar Gate Railway bridge  must not be lost as a potential cycle route.  It is important to retain this corridor for cycling as peripheral development in the Mickleover area, particularly at the new Derby City Hospital is likely to generate much car based traffic.

Within the Bonded Warehouse, it might be advantageous to  have service outlets (eg shops, post office etc) that will be of use to the residents of the area and which would thereby minimise unnecessary travel.




Friar Gate / Sadler Gate

The emerging plan proposes to create managed workspace units for creative industries in this area.  What types of employment uses do you think should be included within this area? Would you like to see the ‘hidden courtyards’ opened-up?

	The Derby Cycling Group has no particular view on these issues.  It is however emphasised that whatever developments are decided upon, there must be plenty of  dedicated cycle parking available in view  of the necessary restraints there will be on motor vehicle traffic in the area.




South Riverside

Is the Silk Mill and Cathedral Green area a good location to concentrate the museum and heritage uses?  

What types of leisure activities would you like to see encouraged along the waterfront in this area?  

	Yes, these appear to be good locations to concentrate the museum and heritage uses.  Again, the  Derby Cycling Group has no particular view on the type of leisure activities that might be established but would emphasise the need to restore the existing Riverside cycle path.




North Riverside

The emerging plan proposes a performing arts centre on the northern bank of the river along with a hotel.  Is this a good location?  What other leisure / cultural facilities should be located in on this side of the river?

	The Derby Cycling Group supports this development in principle providing the existing cycle route between the City Centre and Derby Railway Station is preserved and integrated into the planned developments.




Becket Well

The emerging plan proposes to relocate the City Council’s offices into one building on the Becket Well site.  The new council facility could include the library, council services, community groups etc.  What other civic facilities would you like to see included within this development?

	This would appear to be a commendable development and the Derby Cycling Group can see no objection to it at this stage.




Castle Ward

Do you support proposals for the development of a residential community in this area? 

Is this an appropriate location for large office development? 

	This proposal  is fully supported by the Derby Cycling Group as it appears to be an  excellent  location for both residential and office development due to its proximity to the railway station and public transport services.




Public Spaces

What activities and events might take place in Bass’s Rec?  

What activities should take place in Market Place?

	Bass’s Recreation Ground

The Derby Cycling Group has no particular view on the type of activities that take place here providing, a)  they are compatible with the area  being a green space and, b) they do not compromise the viability of the existing cycle paths that surround the Recreation Ground.

Market Place

This area could support a variety of small community activities, for which no charge should be levied, unlike the current situation.  Such activities would hopefully  provide entertainment for city centre residents and thereby contribute to the vibrancy of the city.  Provision should be made for direct cycle access through the Market Place between Irongate/St Mary’s Gate and The Morledge.
