Cycle Parking at Derby Railway Station
JS and MA  reported that at a meeting between the DCG and Derby Station Service Manager, Mr David Rowley on Thursday 1st February, plans were revealed to construct a new set of cycle stands just in the front of the station building, on a currently gravelled area in the executive car park.  The new cycle parking area will be covered and protected by CCTV and station security patrols.  The number of stands will increase  from the existing 42 to 54.
