DC informed meeting that a planning application for this had already been submitted.  He  outlined the DCGs objection to the construction of a proposed new road between University of Derby’s Markeaton Street site and Kedleston Road for the reasons of:

1
the DCGs general opposition to road building due to the environmental damage it causes.

the damage that the new road will be done to an important ‘green wedge’ in the city’s landscape,

3
the existing road access to the new Markeaton Street site should already be adequate for the planned shuttle bus services between the two University sites and for any other necessary motorised access.
4
improving cycle access to the new site should be realised by upgrading the existing cycle paths alongside A38 Queensway and at end of Markeaton  Street.
